GWONOsang(b.1974) is a sculptorwho hasconstantlyquestionedthe identity of the sculptureandtried to converge
new experimentalmediainto the new form structure. Hisvariedapproachfor exploringthe existenceof sculpturesis
composedof five series,DeodorantType,TheSculpture,TheFlat,NewStructure,andRelief. Theά5ŜƻŘƻǊŀƴǘtype" was
shapedin ΨL{h-pink(hardened{ǘȅǊƻŦƻŀƳύΩto breakthe notion that sculpturemustbe heavy,andthe outer edgeswere
coveredwith hundredsof photographsdirectly taken or collectedfor supportinglight sculpturesand expandedthe
sculpturewhile presentingnewmaterials.

"TheSculpture"is a seriesthat unravelsthe meaningof traditionalsculpturesthat try to realizethe idealof the time in
the closestproximity to reality. Consideringthe definition of sculpture by using bronze, a traditional material of
sculpture,to bring the high-valueconsumers,the idealof the 21st centurysuchasLamborghiniand Bugatti,closeto
the actualshapebut makesthe surfacetreatment which hasnot been refined, unlike the traditional method. "New
Structure" is a seriesof works that have been expandedto three dimensionsby addingAlexanderCalder'sStabile
concept to the "Plat" series. The series, which mainly occupiesspace with aluminum structures, adds to the
characteristicsof existingimageacquisitionandplacement,andartist who travelsbetween2D and3D, the questionof
"the relationshipbetweensculptureand space". Thelatest series,"Relief,"is a new method of traditional carving,by
buildingthe two-dimensionalplanein three dimensions,after realizingthe exclusiveimagecollectionandarrangement
on a flat, originalversion.
